OFFICIALS' CODE OF CONDUCT
INTRODUCTION

Race day brings dynamic situations and Triathlon Nova Scotia (TNS) officials are expected to act accordingly; therefore, it is necessary that officials are well prepared.  This Code of Conduct outlines, in general terms, the behavior expected of TNS officials at sanctioned TNS events.
PURPOSE

This Code of Conduct is based on sportsmanship and fair play in order to provide a positive experience for all participants.

AUTHORITY

Section 11.1 of TNS Bylaws, Appendix 3 (Jan. 01, 2012) provides authority for the Board of Directors to "...set policy to guide the management of the association...”
APPLICATION

This Code of Conduct applies to TNS officials at all TNS sanctioned events and training sessions.

TRIATHLON NOVA SCOTIA OFFICIALS' CODE OF CONDUCT
TSN officials must:

· Conduct themselves with the highest ethical standards and strive to be a positive role model including, personal appearance, behavior, and comments.

· Place the safety and welfare of participants above all.

· Emphasize the spirit of competition over the outcome by: not tolerating unsporting behavior and respecting individual athletes.

· Be impartial, consistent, objective, unbiased, and courteous in all decision-making.

· Accept responsibility for their actions and decisions.
· Know and understand the rules, and apply them in their intended spirit. This includes the ITU Competition Rules as well as TNS codes and policies.

· Show respect to, and support other officials.

· Avoid any actual or perceived conflicts of interest. (Refer to: Nova Scotia Triathlon Association

· Conflict of Interest Policy)
